Jewett Center For The Arts and Humanities 
Dr. Berenice Jewett Bradshaw has committed $2,000,000 to Westminster Col­

lege, Salt Lake City, Utah. The gift will be used to construct a new performing arts 
building, assist in the total renovation of Converse Hall and provide for the renewal 
of Foster Hall. The three buildings affected by this gift will be named The Jewett 
Center for the Arts and Humanities. 

The new Center will integrate existing academic programs in the arts and 
humanities and provide a facility for the performing arts; i.e.. theatre. music, and 
dance. 

Dr. Berenice Jewett Bradshaw, a member of the Westminster College Board of 
Trustees, was born in Iowa and spent her early life in Colorado and Idaho. She at­
tended high school in Oregon and Salt Lake City where she enrolled at Westminster 
in 1921. when it was a secondary school. 

At Westminster she was Vice President of her class, sang in the Glee Club, par­
ticipated in several operettas and wrote for the literary society. In 1924 she married 
Franklin Bradshaw. and together they forged an automotive parts and gas and oil 
empire in the lntermountain West. 

Dr. Bradshaw holds an honorary Doctor of Humanitites degree from Westminster 
College and is the first recipient of the Westminster College Distinguished Service 
Award. She is a member of numerous national and local organizations reflecting 
her colonial ancestry. These include Sons and Daughters of the American Revolu­
tion, the National Hugenot Society, Sons and Daughters of the Pilgrims, Daughters 
of the Colonists, and the Order of the Eastern Star of Utah. 

l<nown for her spirit of philanthropy, Dr. Bradshaw supports the arts and educa­
tion, and is the largest individual donor to her alma mater: Including the $2.000,000 
gift for the Jewett Center for the Arts and Humanities, Dr. Bradshaw has given 
Westminster College over $4.000.000 for general support scholarships and physical 
facilities. 

In 1983, Dr. Bradshaw established a foundation at Westminster College and 
endowed it with $220.000 to provide scholarship assistance to academically qualified 
students attending Westminster College. To date the Berenice Jewett Bradshaw Foun­
dation has aided more than 120 students to obtain their higher education degrees 
at Westminster College. Bradshaw Scholars, armed with a personalized education 
from Westminster College, have assumed their place in nearly every career field and 
are providing their own brand of support of American society. 
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Chief Richard Jewett - A Real Hero 

Police chief Richard Jewett of Richford, Vt; 
(pop. 1500) played a hunch that culminated in 
the arrest of three alleged members of a near 
East terrorist gang accused of smuggling a 
bomb across the border from Canada. 

The men have since been convicted of 
firearms and immigration violations and each 
faces more than 30 years in prison. 

Chief Jewett was on routine patrol when 
he observed a man walking and carrying a black

"I just had a hunch that something did not fit with that guy;· the Chief said. 
In a few minutes he found a van with Canadian licence plates parked illegally 

at the railroad station and he told the occupants to move on. 
When he found again the strange man, he decided to take him to the border 

crossing point, even though he had a Canadian Citizenship card. 
When the Lebanese man gave conflicting accounts as to why he was in the U.S., 

the immigration officers suddenly remembered that two other Lebanese men in a 
\'an had crossed the border earlier. 

The Chief found the van and followed it until the men inside stopped at the 
village Hotel. After border patrol agents relieved the Chief of his vigil al ·the Hotel, 
the Chief suddenly remembered another thing that seemed odd to him; The strange 
man did not ha\'e the black bag when he was brought to the border! 

Chief Jewett raced back to the area of the railroad station. searched around 
until he found the bag under some lea\'es. 

Did his hunch pay oft? 
Back at the border crossing, it was opened and they found a bomb of a size 

to kill if exploded in a car. 
Chief Jewett received a congratulatory telegram from Vermont Senator Patrick 

Leahy and is a real American Hero. 
Still modest. he said simply, "It makes you feel good to know you have done 

something that makes a difference."
